
 

 

 

 

WILBOR is a library consortium that allows library users from a multitude of areas to 
download eBooks and audiobooks.  Using a variety of eReaders, MP3 players, tablets 
or even your home computer you are able to access a vast library of materials that may 
otherwise be unavailable to you.  You can access WILBOR from home all-day, 
everyday; making access to library resources even easier! 
 

Gaining Access to WILBOR via the library’s website 
 

 Visit the library’s website, www.oskaloosalibrary.org 

 Click on the WILBOR link: available on the front page and under the Books & 
eBooks link at the on the navigator bar. 

 The next page will give you general information about WILBOR as well as links 
to the necessary software downloads. 

o Click the WILBOR link and that will take you to the WILBOR site. 
 

Some of the Basics 
 

 In order to download your items you will need to download software to your 
computer.  The software is safe and free to download. 

o All of the software you need is available on the WILBOR website. 
o On the WILBOR homepage, scroll to the bottom of the page and look 

under digital software. 
 The software you will need for your computer are Adobe Digital 

Editions and OverDrive Media Console 

 You may have 3 items checked out at one time 
o eBooks check out for 14 days 
o Audiobooks check out for 7 days 

 Audiobooks cannot be returned before the 7 days has expired 
o Items cannot be renewed 

 There is a collection of books that are always available to be checked out. 

 You can browse the WILBOR collection by searching or by using the navigation 
toolbar on the left side of the screen 

 If you need any help that you cannot find in this guide click on the My Help button 
o This will run you through a set of questions that will hopefully lead you to a 

solution for your WILBOR related problem 

 A wide variety of eBook readers, MP3 players, Apple products, Smart phones 
and even your personal computer can be used to read eBooks or listen to 
audiobooks. 

 When items expire at the end of their check out period they are automatically 
returned. 

 
 



Logging In 
 

 On the front page of the WILBOR website click the Login button at the top of the 
page.

 You can perform a simple search by entering a title, author or ISBN in the search 
box.

Checking Out

 The next screen will allow you to review what you are checking out before you 
confirm your check outs. 

 It also shows you how many items you have checked out and how many items 
you can check out after you complete the current check out process.

Placing Holds 
 

 You may have 3 items on hold at a time 

 Once you have found your items and discovered that it is unavailable for check

 On the next page you will be prompted to enter your email address. 
o You will receive an email notification the moment your item becomes 

available 
o You have 3 days to check out your item once it becomes available

Creating a Wish List 
 

 If you come across an item that you would like to check out at another time you 
can place it on your Wish List. 

 

 If you are logged in you should get a pop up screen that tells you that the item 
has been added to your Wish List. 

 

 You can review your Wish List by clicking on the My Account tab at the top of the 
screen and then clicking on my Wish List. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Downloading your Items 
 
When you download your items you can enjoy them right on your computer or you can 
transfer them to a compatible device.  For help transferring items to your device please 
visit http://wilbor.lib.overdrive.com/ and click on the My Help section.  You will be asked 
a series of question and will receive advice specific to the kind of device you are using. 
 
Some devices will allow you to download items directly to the device using device 
specific apps.  Visit the WILBOR website for more information. 
 
You will need to down the free software that was discussed in the first part of this guide.  
The software can be downloaded from the WILBOR website.
